
The Morowali Metal Industry Polytechnic, which is under the Ministry of Industry, was established on 23 December 
2016. Its vision is to become a competitive vocational higher education institution that meets the human resources 
and technological needs of the metal industry. 
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The metal industry has been the driver of the national economic growth, supported by the nickel downstream policy. 
This sector contributes around 19% to the GDP. According to the Ministry of Industry, there are an estimated 
300.000 workers in this industry (2025). The sector offers significant growth opportunities due to the following:

• Decentralized industrial area development in Eastern Indonesia; 
• Downstream industry development of nickel-based products, such as stainless steel and batteries

The curriculum consists of 60% practical training and 40% theory. It is applies through 4-2 system (4 semesters in 
campus and 2 semesters or 12 months of industrial internship).
